Meeting of Thursday, February 10, 2011

Denise Lyons suggested we look into joining a national merchants association, and agreed to look into what would be involved.

 

Peter Cook suggested we plan a downtown activity following the wine festival in May. Cicely McColloch offered the use of the tables and chairs used by the Reeves last year. Carol Collins agreed to chair that committee.

 

Peter Cook suggested we plan a July 4 celebration downtown to celebrate the 100th anniversary of the E & A Railroad, The Tribune and July 4 with food and live music before the fireworks in the park. Jeanette Rushbrook agreed to chair that committee. Ann Mayberry, Denise Lyons, and Robbin King agreed to work. Beth Charles and Vicky Roberts agreed to continue working on the parades for July 4 and Christmas.

 

Laurette Leagon and Vicky Roberts agreed to update a brochure for a welcoming committee to recruit new members for Downtown Elkin Inc. Connie Song, Jeannette Rushbrook, Vicky Roberts, Carol Collins, Robbin King and Ann Mayberry agreed to work on that committee.

 

Claire Sellars said the Habitat for Humanity 5K walk and family fun run is scheduled for 7 a.m. on April 30, and should bring people into town.

 

Judy Wolfe, representing the Jonesville Historical Society, shared plans for a bicentennial event and shared brochure plans that would include the history center and Elkin. She would like to bring a trolley to Elkin. She was invited to attend the March 10 meeting to explain more details.
