The group had general discussion about combing the efforts of Downtown Elkin, Inc. and the Yadkin Valley Chamber of Commerce in selling memberships. 

Tribune Advertising- Discussion about the back page advertising in Very Surry and Simple Pleasures. The invoice is for $1,000.00. The executive committee met and decided to settle by paying $200 to The Tribune.

Children’s Parade- Phillip Lyles commented on the contest.  He noted parents were registering for the children. She noted the parade went on longer than it should have, so there was a time constraint for the children to get back to downtown to participate in the activities in the downtown district.  Vicki Roberts announced Beth plans to the parade again next year. Vicki said they learned a lot about set-up and logistics this year. Roberts noted 45-50 children participated in the parade.  Suzanne Pickett said Royals gave out 22 servings of ice cream. She was pleased with the response. It was noted the ponies were a big hit. It was further noted they will need straw or grass in the area for the ponies next year. Asphalt was hard on the ponies. The group felt the scavenger hunt was a good idea.
