Meeting of Thursday, March 10, 2011

Yadkin Valley Chamber of Commerce, Elkin, NC

 

President Peter Cook called the meeting to order at approximately 8:30 a.m..

Peter Cook asked the group to limit discussions to five minutes. Peter also suggested the group begin meeting at 8am and plan to meet for an hour and a half.

 

Peter Cook informed the group that local merchant Eddie Settle has bid on printing the Historic Downtown Elkin Guide. The cost is $5,000.00 for 5,000 copies. The group agreed to move forward with the understanding that Eddie meet the deadline.

Also, Neil Brown is designing the cover for the guide and the Tribune will handle selling and designing ads, billing. etc.  Robbin King will be around to each of the merchants in the coming week to discuss advertising.

 

Peter Cook has asked that 2 or 3 people proof the pages of the Downtown Elkin Guide before it goes to press. The new guide will be distributed before the Wine Festival.

 

Peter Cook asked for 3 volunteers to be Board Members. Sherry Norman, Suzanne Puckett and Ann Mayberry volunteered. Meeting time and date will be determined.These board members were approved.

 

Phillip Lyles proposed changes to the existing bylaws and Cicely seconded these changes. Phillips suggested changes were handed out to the group.

 

Theresa Knops suggested a recruiting brochure for new member solicitation. It was stated that new merchants/businesses need to know what membership with the Downtown Association can do for them. Peter Cook asked for a volunteer to be a welcoming committee for new businesses. Teresa Ray volunteered

 

Peter Cook suggested the group create a Mission Statement so that we are aware of our goals and spend money more effectively. Phillip Lyles agreed to provide an update monthly from the Downtown Advisory Board.

 

Wine Festival update was provided by Carol Collins. Carol has contacted bands and will continue to meet with the committee to discuss possible activities to follow the festival Downtown.

 

Kevin Reece was present today to discuss his plans for a Memorial Day event in Elkin. Cruising with a Cause will be a 2 day event to promote stroke awareness and organ donation. This event will include live music, cruising, car show, speakers and more. The group approved $100 for Kevin and many of the merchants agreed to also donate $100 and will be listed on the events tee shirts. 

 

Beth Charles reported on the 4th of July Celebration plans. She suggests the event be held on Saturday, July 2nd. Jeanette Rushbrook , Peter Cook and Ann Mayberry voiced disagreement and said the event should be held on Monday, July 4th. The majority agreed on Saturday, July 2nd. Beth will continue to inform the group about the event. Beth asked the group to approve a $500 budget. Cicely motioned and Phillip seconded. The group approved.

 

Volunteers to help with the Pumpkin Festival are Robbin King and Jeanette Rushbrook.

 

Robbin King , Phillip Lyles and Theresa Knops will attend the Downtown Advisory Board meeting on Tuesday, March 15. We will ask this board to approve the cost of a full page ad for Downtown Elkin the Very Surry Guide. The cost is $1250.00.

Robbin will also call on all merchants regarding a full page with costs divided.

 

Peter Cook and Robbin King discussed the upcoming Taste of Home Cooking event held at Elkin High School Auditorium on April 30. Misty Collins Matthews suggested Downtown Elkin, Inc as a vendor.

 

Vicki Roberts discussed Christmas Ornaments and agreed to provide samples at the next meeting.

 

Peter Cook informed the group the cost of directional signage will be $1500. He intends to ask the Downtown Advisory Board for funding. Carol Collins motioned to continue and Suzanne Puckett seconded.

 

Judy Wolfe, representing the Jonesville Historical Society, shared plans for a bicentennial event and suggested we promote Jonesville and Elkin events together.
