It was suggested he seek free notifications in Our State Magazine, Yadkin Valley Living and Laurette can help him to get listed on the VISITNC.com website.  He noted the front of the theater has been revamped for the “Celebrate Events”.

Vicki and Beth requested via email $300 for miniature pony carousal for the Children’s parade.  Phillip Lyles made a motion to approve the $300 expense, seconded by David George, motion carried.

It was noted the new “Celebrate Elkin” banners and street identification signage has been installed.

There was discussion about our website as Rivercto called to let our organization know that the .net, .org and .gov domain names are available. 

The crosswalk at Market and Church Street has been completed with the exception of the pedestrian crossing signage and electronic signal that NCDOT will install prior to fall school start-up.  Those committed to donate need to get their donation to Cicely.

Habitat will host Pet Show at Crater Park on June 12th.

There was discussion regarding the Cache group’s Fiberwatt success and keeping them focused on specific projects to help the community on suggestion was to save the Hugh Chatham Bridge or at least a portion from Gwyn Avenue over Main Street.  Also discussed was the railroad switching cars in downtown after money was spent to for switching in east Elkin without hindering traffic.

Wine Festival was a success by having local bands and using local advertising.  There were over 3,000 paid tasters and 12,000 – 15,000 attendees, other figures were not available yet.  Discussed getting the trolley to have a stop in downtown Elkin for future festivals.
